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On Monday, October 24, 2011 Windy Ridge students in third, fourth and fifth grades
will attend the Orlando Philharmonic Young People’s Concert at Bob Carr Performing Arts
Centre in Orlando. This annual field trip is part of our music curriculum and is provided by the
Orange County School Board and United Arts of Central Florida at no cost to our students.

We will hear Leonard Bernstein’s blend of classical and Broadway styles in Overture to
Candide and the Spanish Malaguena style of Cuban/Floridian composer Ernesto Lecuona.
Students will sing the Shaker melody “Simple Gifts” with the orchestra before listening to the
famous Variations from Appalachian Spring by Aaron Copland. A salute to jazz legend Louis
Armstrong will celebrate his contributions to this uniquely American style. The music of two
living American composers will dramatize famous historical figures: Michael Ching’s opera
about Lewis and Clark and Adolphus Hailstork’s narrated music about Zora Neale Hurston.
Orlando Ballet will dance a rousing finale to Sousa’s Stars and Stripes Forever March.
