Journey and Discover Florida: 
A Scrapbook
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Essential Question:  How can you learn even more about Florida?
Description: 
This year, fourth graders will be making a scrapbook of our great State of Florida for Social Studies.  The completed Florida Scrapbook will be due on May 10,2012.  However, your teacher will monitor every month to ensure your Florida journey is on track.  There are lots of things to stop and learn about on the way.  There are plenty of activities worth 5, 10, 25 or even 50 points.   What is really cool is that you are in control of your own learning path.  You select what you want to do and learn about to earn a total of 25 points by each monthly due date.  If you love science, there are science tasks.  If you love writing, there are writing tasks.  If you love drawing, there are drawing tasks and so on.  There is a fantastic vast assortment that can highlight your own interests and strengths.  Activities provided are based in all areas of the curriculum.   An old photo album or a three ring binder would be perfect to use for your scrapbook. 
Parents:
 Please note that your child needs to earn only 200 points out of the possible 600 points provided by May 10, 2012.  This large assortment of activities is provided solely to peek your child's interest, and highlight individual talents while developing and applying new skills.   In addition, this provides children who enjoy going above and beyond with creativity, innovation and additional hard work, a place to really shine.   Certainly, if your child really gets into the Florida Scrapbook project,  he or she may choose to earn more than 200 points, but this is not a requirement.   200 points will earn your child an A. 
Objectives:
You will develop tons of skills, knowledge and expertise as you travel through these Florida Journey activities. The Journey and Discover Scrapbook Florida is based on Sunshine State Standards and will use:

· Use of color in very important.  Scrapbook should be colorful and pleasing like candy for the eyes. 
· Neatness counts.  Use a ruler to draw straight lines.  Stay in the lines when you color.  Do not use a lot of glue.  Glue sticks may work best. You may use a word processor. You may use plastic sheets to contain assignments.  You may punch holes and use reinforcement circles if a hole tears. Erase mistakes completely. 
· Be as creative, elaborate and innovative as you wish in completing and displaying your assignments.
· Manage your time wisely throughout the year, so you earn high social studies homework grades each month and can meet the completion deadline of May 10,2012 with a completed Scrapbook. 
· Share your completed Journey and Discover Florida : A Scrapbook with friends and family members.   Become an Ambassador and teach others all about fabulous Florida. 
· Besides earning a final project grade, all students reaching the goal of 200 point will earn a "Florida Explorer Certificate".

Include many details: what
you saw, what you ate, how you felt, etc. *Take notes as you read so you won't forget details you will
want to include later in your journal entries.
Each of your journal entries should be between one half and one page (that's about two to four
paragraphs (each paragraph containing 5 sentences). 
*If you choose this option: One journal entry will be due each check point (roughly every five
chapters). A total of four journal entries will be due for each volume of the story (there are two
volumes).

**Extra 20 points:  A Land Remembered Map


Find a blank map of Florida.  As you read, on your map of Florida, show where you settled, visited and
camped and the routes you took. Use a current map of Florida to help you locate cities, rivers, etc.
Make your own symbols. Include a map key to explain the symbols. Remember to add to your map as you
read. 
Please Note:   If you cannot locate the book A Land Remembered, students may read Turtle in Paradise, Strawberry Girl,, The Seminole World of Tommy Tiger  or the Talking Earth and see their teacher for activities worth
50 points that correspond to these books based in Florida.
